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Care and Handling Sheet

Four Steps to Longer Lasting Flowers

1. Use clean vases or containers.

2. Remove all leaves, which will be under water in the vase.  Submerged leaves will rot and create bacteria, shortening the life of your bouquet.

3. Re-cut the stem of each flower under water using a sharp knife or scissors.  This prevents air pockets from forming inside the stems which block water uptake into the flowers.  Re-cut every three days or so.
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4. Add floral food packet to vase.
